Homework and Routines  

A big focus this year is spelling 
and times tables. Children will be 
bringing home a book to practice 
their spellings and times tables.  
In addition, we aim to encourage 
all children to read as much as 
possible at home. Children will 
collect stamps on their 
‘Starbooks’ loyalty card for each 
time they have a signature from 
reading at home. On completing 
a stamp card children will 
receive a prize and enter their 
card into a prize draw for the 
end of term. We will be checking 
in class that children are reading 
at least 3 times a week.
