At Kingsway we will:

· Ensure all pupils are challenged through rich tasks and open-ended investigations.

· Provide additional scaffolding and support where needed to ensure equity of access.

· Make links between maths and real-life contexts, including STEM opportunities, financial education and cross-curricular projects.

· Use regular assessment, low-stakes quizzes, and feedback to identify gaps and inform teaching.

· Offer enrichment opportunities such as maths competitions, clubs, and practical problem-solving events.
