· Build cultural capital – developing a strong sense of identity, belonging, and responsibility within the school, community, and wider society.

At Kingsway we will:

· Follow the PSHE Association Programme of Study, statutory guidance for Relationships Education, RSE, and Health Education, and our school’s progression documents to ensure coverage and progression of skills and knowledge.

· Sequence learning to cover key themes of health and wellbeing, relationships, SRE, and living in the wider world.

· Teach PSHE and SRE through dedicated lessons, circle time, assemblies, and cross-curricular links.

· Use age-appropriate, inclusive resources and explicitly teach key vocabulary to strengthen understanding.

· Provide a safe and supportive learning environment where pupils feel confident to share ideas and ask questions.

· Deliver SRE in a way that is sensitive to pupils’ age, background, and emotional needs, while promoting respect and safeguarding.

· Make cross-curricular links (e.g. science, computing, RE, PE) to provide real-life context and deepen learning.

· Provide memorable experiences such as workshops, community projects, and visiting speakers.

· Check understanding regularly through discussion, reflection, and pupil voice activities.

· Ensure all pupils can access and engage with PSHE and SRE, adapting teaching as needed to support inclusion.

· Assess and track pupils’ personal development and understanding of key PSHE and SRE themes, addressing gaps where needed.
