· Strengthen cultural capital, deepening their sense of identity, belonging, and moral responsibility in a diverse and ever-changing world.

· Contribute to their spiritual, moral, social, and cultural development, preparing them to become responsible global citizens who live with empathy, tolerance, and integrity.



	
At Kingsway we will:


· Follow the Nottinghamshire Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education and our progression documents to ensure full coverage and progression of knowledge and skills.

· Sequence learning so pupils build understanding progressively of key beliefs, practices, and values over time.

· Teach through enquiry questions that encourage curiosity, respectful dialogue, and critical reflection.

· Use appropriate resources and teach key vocabulary explicitly to develop confidence in expressing religious and moral ideas.

· Incorporate a wide range of sources – sacred texts, artefacts, festivals, stories, visitors, and visits to places of worship – to bring learning to life.

· Make meaningful cross-curricular links (e.g. history, geography, literacy, art, PSHE) so pupils deepen understanding and apply knowledge in varied contexts.

· Provide memorable and enriching experiences, such as celebrating festivals and meeting people of different faiths, to inspire engagement and broaden horizons.

· Regularly check understanding through discussion, reflection, retrieval, and low-stakes assessment to ensure knowledge is remembered.

· Ensure all pupils can access RE through adaptive teaching, overcoming barriers and enabling equity.

· Track pupils’ progress carefully, addressing gaps and raising aspirations for all learners.
