1. Curriculum Intent
At Kingsway, our curriculum is ambitious, vibrant, and designed to prepare children for lifelong learning well beyond our school. We aim to develop the essential knowledge, skills, and understanding which form the building blocks for later life. Our curriculum goes beyond the statutory requirements of the National Curriculum to provide meaningful, varied experiences, enriched through our commitment to Values-based Education (including British Values).
Our strapline, 'making a world of difference,' reflects our belief that every child can make a positive contribution both locally and globally. We support pupils in becoming responsible global citizens who understand their place in an ever-changing world. Through learning about history and how the world has evolved, children gain the knowledge, perspective, and cultural awareness needed to thrive in society today and shape the future with confidence.
We believe every child should have the opportunity to become the best version of themselves. To achieve this, our curriculum:
• Supports children in overcoming barriers and prepares them for their futures.
• Raises aspirations by inspiring pupils and preparing them for the opportunities, responsibilities, and challenges of adult life.
• Embraces the values and culture of our community while widening horizons through a global perspective.
• Promotes spiritual, moral, social, and cultural development through carefully taught values.
• Ensures essential skills in English and Mathematics underpin all learning.
• Weaves core knowledge across subjects to help children make meaningful connections and deepen understanding.
• Equips pupils with adaptable skills and transferable knowledge.
• Promotes kindness, independence, resilience, and teamwork.
• Provides enrichment opportunities that enhance learning and social development.
• Supports health and well-being to encourage lifelong healthy habits.
2. Values
Our curriculum is underpinned by the values that we hold dear at Kingsway Primary School. These values—Kindness, Independence, and Teamwork—are woven through every aspect of school life. We believe that by developing children’s ‘Kingsway KIT’ they will leave primary education with the skills needed to make a world of difference.
3. Aims and Objectives
The aims of our curriculum are to:
• Enable all children to learn and develop their skills to the best of their ability.
• Promote a positive attitude towards learning and foster a lifelong love of learning.
• Provide a curriculum that inspires creativity, curiosity, and independence.
• Teach children about the world, their place within it, and how to be responsible citizens.
• Promote equality, inclusion, and respect for diversity.
• Fulfil all statutory requirements of the National Curriculum and the locally agreed syllabus for Religious Education.
4. Organisation and Planning
Our curriculum is planned in three phases—long-term, medium-term, and short-term. Long-term plans outline topics and key skills for each term; medium-term plans provide objectives and teaching strategies; and short-term plans detail specific learning goals and resources. Plans are reviewed annually to ensure relevance and ambition.
5. The Curriculum and Inclusion
Our curriculum is designed to be accessible to all children. Adaptations are made where necessary to meet the needs of individuals, and support is provided in partnership with parents and external agencies. We ensure that children with SEND or disabilities receive appropriate provision so they can achieve their full potential.
6. The Foundation Stage
The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) curriculum is planned in line with national guidance and provides a foundation for future learning.
7. Leadership, Monitoring, and Review
Subject leaders provide strategic direction, support staff, and monitor progress within their subjects. The Headteacher oversees the overall organisation and quality of the curriculum. Monitoring activities include lesson observations, work scrutiny, and planning reviews. This policy is reviewed biennially by the Governing Body or sooner if required by statutory updates.
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
